1. Is there really such a thing as good and evil or is there just a popular and unpopular view?
2. What is right?
3. Why didn’t anyone stop this?
4. What did the German’s get out of killing innocent people? 
5. What compelled the Nazi’s to act like this and take away so many lives?
6. What drives humans to want to hurt each other?
7. Did the Jews deserve such poor treatment?
8. How can a human be brainwashed into behaving like this?
9. Did any of the Jews believe that they deserved this?
10. If it is possible to dehumanise a whole race to this extent, how flawed is the human mind?

People can be friends in the first place and then turn on each other.
We are jealous creatures and so as humans we do hurt each other. (This was on a mass scale)
We have an idea of what is right and wrong.  We can be told to believe a particular idea and this changes our behaviour.
We want to make ourselves feel better about things and so we scapegoat others so that we can blame everything on them.
We often want to blame the weak and this then becomes magnified.  It is human nature to want to blame the weak.
The Nazi’s were striving for domination and so they found it easy to attack the Jews.
A new dimension would be that fear is a contributing factor to making others turn on each other.  Many Nazi’s may have liked the Jews but were afraid of the ramifications.
Perhaps Germany attacked the Jews to hide their vulnerability.
Some German’s may have truly believed that what they were doing was right and that it would make the world better.
Jews are often picked on because they are a group who separate themselves and so it makes them a target.
If one person doesn’t like a group of person they could pass this on to their children.  If it hadn’t been the Jews it could well have been another group.
It is bullying on a mass scale – by diminishing one group of people it can make others feel elevated. – it eliminates the competition.  
It goes against our fundamental laws of not harming others.
When a group is believed to be ‘strange’ or different others are afraid of them and when we are afraid it manifests itself in anger.  The Jews have been targeted throughout history through propaganda.
Even though German’s weren’t in their right minds to think it is ok to kill the Jews they are still humans.
Why would we attack the Jews when they were no threat to the Germans – However, their community spirit meant that they were a powerful force.
Many would argue that the Jews were scapegoated because they were an easy target.
Social Darwinism sees some humans as better than others.  If we do that then this surely must justify the poor treatment of other humans.  This has happened throughout humanity.  Some people enjoy hurting others.
Others hurt one another in order to prove a point and show their power.  These people are often quite weak.  The German’s were in a vulnerable state after WW1 and as such they needed a way to show their power.  They needed something to unify the country and a good way of doing this is to have a common enemy.  The Jews were a convenient scapegoat.  If you have a common enemy then that will unify the rest of the population.
When Hitler came into power he convinced the German’s that Jews were evil and this was done through propaganda.  
People were scared of Hitler because of the power he possessed and the lengths he was willing to go to.  Other people admired Hitler because he was a strong leader and so they were willing to believe his propaganda and teach this to their children.  Although the German’s may have respected Hitler other countries were able to see that Hitler was wrong.  Ultimately we as humans will always see the good in other humans.
Hitler didn’t always want to do bad – Hitler may have wanted to do the best for Germany but his wish to have a ‘super’ race was a major issue.  It can sometimes be functionalist because when the Nazi’s invaded Poland it made sense to remove many of the Jews.  By dehumanising the Jews it meant that they could be treated as mere objects.
It is the desire for power that leads people to hurt others.  It is a balance between the ends justifying the means.  Hitler was treating others as a mere means so according to Kant this is not treating people as humans.  Hitler perhaps believed that the ultimate end would justify killing all of the Jews.
Perhaps there is some fundamental reason behind wanting to kill a whole race of people rather than it purely being a functional thing.
